· Miami was ranked as the least courteous city for the third year in a row.

· SLAMMING ON BRAKES – Cincinnati drivers were most likely to admit slamming on their brakes at the last minute on a daily basis, causing problems for drivers behind them.  

· SPEEDING—Motorists in Cincinnati were least likely to observe other drivers speeding on a daily basis (46 percent). That’s compared to 73 percent of drivers who observe this offense in Atlanta.

· HORN HONKING—Cincinnati ranked as the third least likely to admit honking as a reaction to bad drivers, at 34 percent. That’s compared to 28 percent of drivers in Sacramento, the least likely city. New Yorkers were most likely to honk their horns, at 58 percent.
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
